Especially recently, problems in the field of chemi-
cal safety have become relevant for Ukraine, which
indicates the existence of a threat to the national
security of the state, which is due to unsatisfactory
handling (import, production, storage, transportation,
use, destruction and disposal) of chemical hazardous
substances, including chemical plant protection prod-
ucts (hereinafter referred to as plant protection prod-
ucts), which negatively affects the ecological, social,
and economic condition of the country. This is also
noted in the Decree of the President of Ukraine dated
March 19, 2021 No. 104/2021, which implemented
the decision of the National Security and Defense
Council of Ukraine "On measures to increase the
level of chemical safety in the territory of Ukraine"
dated March 19, 2021 (hereinafter — the Decision). In
the Decision, the current activity of the CMU is recog-
nized as insufficiently effective in managing risks and
countering threats of a chemical nature to the national
security of Ukraine. Among them, the CMU is tasked
with creating a list of existing accredited chemical lab-
oratories of research institutes and solving the issue
of creating centers (reference laboratories) on their
basis in accordance with the activity profile for moni-
toring, detection and identification of hazardous
chemicals.

The decision of the National Security Council of
Ukraine proposed to the CMU to establish an
Interdepartmental Commission on Chemical Safety
Management and Handling of Chemical Substances
and Strengthening the Capacities of the Reference
Center for the Determination of Toxic and Controlled
Chemical Substances, established on the basis of the
L.I. Medved’s Research Center for Preventive
Toxicology, Food and Chemical Safety, Ministry of
Health, Ukraine (State Enterprise).

2021, a round table was held on the topic: "Combating
the illegal circulation of pesticides in Ukraine."

Organizers and participants of the round table: State
Enterprise "L.I. Medved’s Research Center for
Preventive Toxicology, Food and Chemical Safety of the
Ministry of Health of Ukraine"; National Academy of the
Security Council of Ukraine; Ukrainian Research
Institute of Special Equipment and Forensic
Examinations of the Security Council of Ukraine;
National Academy of Internal Affairs; State
Environmental Academy of Postgraduate Education of
the Ministry of Environmental Protection and Natural
Resources of Ukraine; European Business Association
in Ukraine; State Border Service of Ukraine; State
Production and Consumer Service of Ukraine; European
Business Association; American Chamber of Commerce
in Ukraine; Ukrainian Club of Agrarian Business.

The purpose of the round table was to discuss the
results of a comprehensive review of the state of
chemical safety in Ukraine about of chemical threats
in the conditions of illegal trafficking of pesticides and
the effectiveness of existing countermeasures by the
subjects of its support, as well as the presentation of
a practical advisor "Combating the illegal circulation of
pesticides in Ukraine".

M. Prodanchuk - the member-cor. National
Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, Doctor of Medical
Sciences, Professor — Director of the "L.I. Medved’s
Research Center for Preventive Toxicology, Food and
Chemical Safety of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine"
(State Enterprise) was opened the work of the round
table with a welcome speech. The speaker outlined
the directions of threats to the national security of
Ukraine of a chemical nature and the role and tasks of
the Reference Center for the determination of toxic
and controlled chemical substances in the public
health system of Ukraine in countering the specified
threats in terms of competence.

V. Shkuro — acting Director of the Department of
State Supervision (Control) of Compliance with
Sanitary Legislation, Sanitary and Epidemic Welfare
of the Population of the State Production and
Consumer Service of Ukraine stressed the impor-
tance of control over the circulation of pesticides and
agrochemicals in Ukraine for the implementation of
basic principles and requirements for the safety and
quality of food products.

V. Yevseev — a representative from the State
Environmental Academy of Postgraduate Education
of the Ministry of Environmental Protection and
Natural Resources of Ukraine, gave a speech on the
topic "International legislation as a tool for controlling
the movement of pesticides between states".

"Problems of regulatory and legal regulation of the cir-
culation of chemically hazardous substances in
Ukraine, including hazardous substances" and devot-
ed his speech to the issues of relevance and peculiar-
ities of the examination of toxic substances, noted the
importance of harmonizing domestic legislation with
the requirements of EU legislation regarding pesti-
cides and their waste disposal. He proposed to sepa-
rate the "expertise of combat toxic substances", which
has become especially relevant in recent years in the
conditions of the rapid development of the socio-polit-
ical situation not only in Ukraine, but in the world as a
whole, into a separate type of expertise. This refers to
the unauthorized use of prohibited chemical warfare
poisons, such as "Novachok" type substances or oth-
ers, which are little known and have not yet been
investigated in terms of the consequences of their
negative impact on humans and biodiversity.

M. Zverev A. — a representative of the State Border
Service of Ukraine in his speech, regarding the role of
the DPS of Ukraine in combating the illegal circulation
of pesticides in Ukraine, he noted the importance of
conducting similar measures to improve the interac-
tion of all subjects determined by the state in solving
the specified issue. This will make it possible to effec-
tively protect the population and the natural environ-
ment from dangerous chemical factors of various ori-
gins in the conditions of the import of chemical prod-
ucts into the territory of the state.

The speeches of business representatives in the
specified area concerned the following issues.

V. Pohoriliy — Head of the agrochemical department
in Ukraine and Shimkus M.O. - The coordinator of the
Subcommittee on the handling of containers from haz-
ardous materials (European Business Association)
presented the project in Ukraine "Agro Varta - a sys-
tem of disposal of containers from hazardous materi-
als." The purpose of the mentioned project is to imple-
ment the "polluter pays" principle and the extended
producer responsibility mechanism; creation of an
online platform for collecting containers from end con-
sumers and developing uniform requirements for haz-
ardous waste management market operators.

O. Kukhar - Legal consultant, Coordinator of the
plant protection committee, Ukrainian Club of
Agrarian Business gave a report on the topic:
"Management of pesticides in agriculture", which
related to the problems of protection of Ukrainian bee-
keeping in the conditions of increasing volumes of
pesticide use in the national economy. The proposed
way to solve the problem is to improve cooperation
between authorities, beekeepers and farmers.

T. Nasonova — Manager of strategic development
(Agro-Industrial Complex; Seed Production), the
American Chamber of Commerce in Ukraine, in her
speech speaker noted the importance of combating
falsified plant protection products and offered a pro-
posal to amend the Criminal Code of Ukraine by

increasing liability for violations of plant protection leg-
islation to Draft Law No. 4601 of the VRU. Adherence
to the rules for the handling of pesticides by farmers
can safely and effectively protect their crops without
harming their health.

The following spoke from the Security Service of
Ukraine: O. Bantyshev — leading researcher at the
National Security Council of Ukraine on the topic:
"lllegal actions with pesticides as preparation for seri-
ous or especially serious criminal offenses (crimes)"; I.
Kuchynska - leading researcher of the Ukrainian
Research Institute of Special Equipment and Forensic
Expertise of the Security Council of Ukraine on the
topic: "Modern technologies for identification of pesti-
cides at the crime scene during investigative actions”;
M. Velichko — professor of the Department of the
National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine on the topic:
"Pesticides as dual-use goods: problems of circulation
control in Ukraine and ways to solve them."

Speakers from the Security Council of Ukraine stat-
ed the following: the pesticides are inherently highly
toxic (poisonous) substances and their production,
sale, transportation, storage, application, disposal,
destruction and disposal must be subject to strict reg-
ulation and control.

It should be borne in mind that pesticides in signifi-
cant concentrations of active substances are chemi-
cal weapons and in accordance with the content of
the Convention on the Prohibition of the
Development, Production, Stockpiling and Use of
Chemical Weapons (Convention on the Prohibition of
the Development, Production, Stockpiling and Use of
Chemical Weapons and on their Destruction) — an
international agreement within the framework of the
UN in the field of arms control and, first of all, mass
destruction of people, is a dual-use product.

In this regard, special attention should be paid to
the fact that the commission of illegal acts (actions or
inactions) with counterfeit ones (Article 176 of the
Criminal Code "Infringement of copyright and related
rights"; Article 229 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine
"lllegal use of a mark for goods and services, brand
name, qualified indication of the origin of the goods")
or contraband (Article 201 of the Criminal Code of
Ukraine) pesticides can be preparation for serious or
especially serious crimes. So, for example, one of the
forms of sabotage committed with the aim of weaken-
ing the state can be mass poisoning, the tool of which
can be pesticides (Article 113 of the Criminal Code of
Ukraine). Pesticides can also be used for intentional
homicide (Part 1 or Part 2 of Article 115 of the
Criminal Code of Ukraine) or even for encroachment
on the life of a state or public figure (Article 112 of the
Criminal Code of Ukraine).

Such crimes should also include the intentional
introduction into circulation on the market of Ukraine
(release on the market of Ukraine) of dangerous prod-
ucts (Article 227 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); fail-

ure to take measures to eliminate the consequences
of environmental pollution (Article 237 of the Criminal
Code of Ukraine); pollution or damage to land (Article
239 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine); violation of leg-
islation on plant protection (Article 247 of the Criminal
Code of Ukraine). Pesticides can be an instrument of
crime in the case of illegal production, manufacture,
acquisition, transportation, and forwarding, storage for
the purpose of sale or sale of poisonous substances
(Article 321 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine).

It is not possible to exclude the possibility of using
pesticides in order to violate the order of international
transfers of goods subject to state export control
(Article 333 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine), etc.

That is, pesticides fall under the category of dual-
use goods, which means compliance with the require-
ments of the Convention on the prohibition of the
development, production, stockpiling, use of chemical
weapons and on their destruction, which was ratified
by Ukraine by Law of Ukraine N 187-XIV dated
10.16.98.

In accordance with the Procedure for State Control
of International Transfers of Dual-Use Goods
approved by the Resolution of the CMU of January
28, 2004 No. 86, pesticides, as chemicals, can be
used as "chemical mixtures" containing one or more
such chemicals for the mass destruction of people.

Speaking on behalf of the author's collective M.
Velichko (M. Prodanchuk, O. Kravchuk, A. Grynko, O.
Bantyshev, M. Velychko, O. Kovalyuk, I. Salagor, O.
Lyashuga, I. Maksymchuk) presented the compilers
with a practical advisor "Combating the illegal circula-
tion of pesticides in Ukraine".

Based on the results of the presentations of the
round table participants, the moderator of the event, M.
Prodanchuk, summarized and outlined the following
priority areas of activity of the subjects of ensuring the
chemical safety of the state in relation to combating the
illegal circulation of pesticides in Ukraine, namely:

1. Informing the public to improve understanding of
the risks of chemical hazards from the use of contra-
band and counterfeit pesticides;

2. Improvement of the regulatory framework for the
safe handling of pesticides as hazardous chemicals;

3. Improving control over the cross-border move-
ment of pesticides as dangerous chemicals;

4. Improving the ability to identify unknown chemi-
cals among smuggled and counterfeit pesticides.
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
